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he club's radio room underwent a major
rearrangement during the last week of
September.

A heavy duty shelf assembly with a poly-
ethylene finish was made to fit atop the main,
wooden operating desk. This position covers
160 meters to 440 MHz using a Kenwood TS-
570S (160 to 6 meters) and a 'Y aesu FT-8900R
(10, 6, and 2 meters as well as 440 MHz). A
Y aesu FT-2100B linear is inline for HF opera-
tion. The system also supports PSK-31. A Heil
boom mike rounds out the installation.

A backup operating position was installed
on the fixed desk on the south side of the radio
room. This position uses a Kenwood TS-180
to cover 160 to 10 meters.

Both radio setups have computers for op-
erations and logging use, with cable internet
modems on each. The computer on the main
desk also supports the PSK-31 transceiver
which is located in the large storage area on
the left side of the desk under the table top.
