This year, the commemoration of the 110th anniver-
sary of the tragedy is on Friday, November 28, 
Highland Light in Truro. Two HF stations (CW and 
SSB) will be in operation from 9 AM local time to 
about 4 PM at the lighthouse. Tours will be con-
ducted of the museum and lighthouse. QSL to 
K1WCC. For those who collect lighthouse numbers 
Highland Light, USA-110, will also be activated.
